Keyword Definition 

Pop Art 
A 1950's and 60's art movement inspired by 
popular culture using bright colours. 

Initial Ideas The first draft of designs 
Pastiche A piece of art in the style of another artist 

Felt 
A type of fabric made of wool that has been 
pressed to make a smooth surface 

Applique 
A decorative technique in which pieces of fabric 
are sewn on to a larger piece of  

Blanket Stitch 
A stitch used to edge blankets but also to sew 
appliques onto fabric 

Seam Allowance 
The distance between the edge of the fabric and 
the stitch line - stops fabric from fraying 

Presser Foot 
The small foot attachment on a sewing machine 
that holds the fabric down while you sew 

French Seam 
A seam that encloses the seam allowance on the 
inside so no raw edge is visible 

Raw Edge 
The edge of the fabric that has not been seamed 
or overlocked 
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
